Often, Veterans do not realize they are at risk of being homeless if they live paycheck to paycheck. Bring your DD-214 discharge papers or military ID. 
“We are very excited to bring the Stand Down back to Niagara County,” said

Manager. “We partnered with the Cadille Post in 2008 bringing providers from the 
community and Veterans Affairs together in one place to help Veterans who may be 
looking for assistance or resources.”
